What does  a Volunteer Centre 
do? We can help you 
 
• Find suitable volunteers through our 

volunteer brokerage service. We adver-
tise specific volunteering vacancies and 
match them up with potential volun-
teers. We promote volunteering gener-
ally through marketing and promotion 
events such as national volunteers 
week and through regular material in 
the local press. 

 
• Select suitable volunteers. We can ad-

vise on interviewing and selection pro-
cedures and we can help by undertak-
ing some initial screening for you. We 
advise on references and other checks. 

 
• Get your volunteers off to a good start. 

We can help with induction arrange-
ments and training, including helping 
you find more specialist training. 

 
• Keep your volunteers by advising you 

on how to support them effectively, in-
cluding issues around expenses, bene-
fits and insurance. Develop your work 
with volunteers. We keep a wide range 
of resources including publications on 
issues associated with volunteering. 
We also keep a stock of equipment for 
loan to help you recruit volunteers 
(display boards and tables etc) 

 

• We help the following groups who are   
looking for volunteers: Voluntary and Com-
munity Groups, Charities, Statutory         
organisations, Faith Groups, who are based 
in the Shire County of Dorset (excluding    
Bournemouth and Poole). 

• We are open 34 hours a week to register 
your vacancies and provide advice and 
support if required. 

•        We can register your vacancies on the  
          national ‘Do-it’ website. 
• We provide outreach workers covering 

West, North, East Dorset and Purbeck. All 
offer drop in facilities in rural  market towns,
